Report from the Office of the Bishop
(November 2010 — March 2011)

Japan experienced the worst earthquake and ensuing tsunami in its history on
March 11, 2011 at approximately 2:50PM Japan time. These two disasters caused more
than 23,000 deaths and many thousands of people are still missing. Survivors are
sheltered in temporary quarters and food and water are in short supply. In addition,
the damage done to the nuclear plants in Fukushima has added further threats to the
safety of all its citizens.

On behalf of the Jodo Shinshu Buddhist Temples of Canada, I express my deepest
concern and sincerest condolences to those who are suffering and who suffered such
great loss. Our hearts and thoughts go out to those who are suffering as a result of this
natural disaster.

A few days after the earthquake, Hongwanji started to collect donations to be
specifically used for saving the people. In just a few days, Hongwanji organized a group
of ministers to be sent to the stricken area for much-needed supplies for the volunteers.
They have now sent in three separate groups and as well, a special committee was
established at Tsukiji Hongwanji in Tokyo to determine what kind of support
Hongwanji would be able to offer. The detail of Hongwanji’s relief efforts are found
under “Hongwanji News” document.

On behalf of the JSBTC board of directors, I encourage all our members and friends
to make donations to the Japan Relief Fund via the Canadian Red Cross.

A New Beginning Into the Next Generation-
Beginning with the 750th Memorial for Shinran Shonin Observance

Canada- In preparation for the 750th Memorial for Shinran Shonin
observance at Hongwanji (Kyoto, Japan) this year, the overseas
districts including mainland U.S. (Buddhist Churches of America, ¥
BCA), Hawaii, South America, and Canada have each conducted the

memorial in their respective districts. The overseas memorial
observances wrapped up last year in Canada, where special services
were held at each of the four local districts. In September, the British
Columbia district observed its memorial observance with the
attendance by Shinmon Kojun Ohtani. With the older members who
had overcome great hardships, as well as newcomers just beginning
to learn more about Shinshu and Buddhism, coming together for the
Memorial, it is hoped that this will be the start of a new beginning.

As the first Japanese immigrants landed on Canadian soil in 1877, it was said that many of the hardships
were overcome through the spiritual support of the Nembutsu. Coming from areas in Japan where Jodo Shinshu
had been flourishing, many of the men who eventually became fishermen or farmers were supported by their
religious faith. However, without a temple to go to the Japanese felt a void and sent a request to Hongwanji for a
minister. In 1905, Hongwanji dispatched Rev. Senju Sasaki as the first minister to the Canada district, and a
lodging facility in Vancouver was renovated into a temple.

A century has passed since overcoming the many hardships along the way including the confiscation of the
temple building during WWII and forced removal of the Japanese from the coastal region, sending them further
inland where harsh living conditions were waiting. Having lost their jobs, personal possessions, and property, it
took many of them awhile before being able to return to the west coast. Despite being offered only low paying jobs,
they worked hard and pulled together in rebuilding the Vancouver Buddhist Temple and a new temple in
Steveston.

With the memorial for Shinran Shonin conducted once every fifty years, members of Canada district
gathered at the Steveston Buddhist Temple on September 29 for the district’s observance of the memorial. The
chanting was officiated by Shinmon Kojun Ohtani. A youth gathering was held on the 28th in conjunction with the

Highlights of Acting Bishop’s Activity

[Meetings in Toronto]

It took some time to adjust to and orient myself to take over the responsibilities and duties of the Office of the
Bishop. I went to Toronto Buddhist Church to meet with the resident ministers, the new temple board, and
their 2015 Women’s Convention Committee. I asked JSBTC president, Dave Ohori, to come with me because
he wanted to establish a better network and communication between the temples in Canada.

[Meetings in Hongwanijil

I went to Tokyo and Kyoto for meetings in January. I visited Bukkyo Dendo Kyokai (BDK) headquarters to meet
with Rev. Toshihide Numata, the Chairman. We talked about some strategies for overseas propagation and
more support is needed to place their “Teaching of Buddha” to rooms at hotels in Canada. Then I spent four
days in Kyoto; attending several meetings every day. I asked Rev. Tomofumi Fujii of the Toronto Buddhist
Church to accompany me because he is the hosting minister of the 2015 Women’s Federation World
Convention in Toronto. We met Hongwanji Department supervisors, representatives of JTB and Kintetsu
Travel Agency, Governor General of the Hongwanji, and Shinmon Sama in Kyoto. Most of the meetings were
related to the 2015 WF Convention in Toronto, and all meetings went well as all involved clarified their roles
and assured the JSBTC of their support.

[Rev. Dr. Leslie Kawamura’s Passing]

I received several phone calls from Mrs. Toyo Kawamura regarding the deteriorating condition of Rev. Dr. Leslie
Kawamura. I went to see him on March 6, and he was still able to communicate with me on that day, but his
heart was gradually failing. He passed peacefully away on March 10 at 11:15PM. Rev. James Martin of the
Calgary Buddhist Temple helped the family for the arrangement of the funeral service. Rev. Martin officiated
and I gave Dharma Talk at the family’s request for the funeral service at a funeral home in Calgary on
March14. Over 450 people attended the service, and family private cremation was held on March 15.

[MAY 2011 — Shinran Shonin 750t Memorial Service and WF Convention in Kyoto]

Close to 70 people signed-up to join the JSBTC tour to the Shinran Shonin 750th Memorial Service and WF
Convention in Kyoto. I appointed Rev. Grant Ikuta of the Steveston Buddhist Temple to be the Group Leader,
and he is communicating with the tour participants for making necessary arrangement in advance. 7he tour
1s not being affected by the recent earthquake and the tsunami in Japan, and Hongwanji’s schedule stays as it
was originally planned.

[Ministerial Candidate — Miss Christina Yanko]
Our ministerial candidate, Christina Yanko, enrolled in the Ryukoku University Exchange Program and was
accepted. She will be studying at Ryukoku University in Kyoto from April to August 2011. After the
Exchange Program in Japan, she will go back to Institute of Buddhist Studies (IBS) in Berkeley to finish her
graduate studies. The JSBTC continues to support her studies. She plans to come back to Canada in April
2012. Besides the JSBTC, the JSBTC Women’s Federation has decided to offer a scholarship for her studies
and her continuing ministerial training.

Gotan-e celebrates the birthday of Shinran Shonin, the founder of Jodo Shinshu, the True
Pure Land Sect. Shinran was born in Hino near Kyoto to Lord and Lady Arinori Hino and was named
Matsuwakamaro. Matsuwakamaro lost both his parents at an early age and it is said that because of
this, he decided to become a priest. At the age of 9, young Matsuwakamaro was ordained at Shoren-in
Temple in Kyoto. He studied for 20 years on Mt Hiei, enduring the most difficult of study and practice,
but he found it impossible to attain Perfect Enlightenment through his own efforts. At the age of 29,
he was led to the Way of the Nembutsu by Honen Shonin and found the true path to the attainment
of Buddhahood through the wisdom and compassion of Amida Buddha. He spent years in exile,
spreading the Nembutsu teaching in the distant provinces. In his later years, he was pardoned and eventually returned to
Kyoto where he spent his days writing and communicating with his many disciples near and far. Until he died at the age
of 90, Shinran’s life was lived simply and humbly — a life of profound spiritual depth.
In November 1877, the Emporer Meiji honoured Shinran Shonin with the title of Kenshin Daishi —Seer of Truth, Great

| first learned about TechnoBuddha in the summer of 2009 when | visited the Jodo Shinshu Center (JSC)
for the August Workshop of the Jodo Shinshu Correspondence Course. Rev. Kodo Umezu (CBE), and Brian
Nagata (BDK) shared with me details of a conference called TechnoBuddha, designed for and by young Jodo
Shinshu Buddhists, 21-39 years old. | fit those criteria, and when | heard that the keynote speaker for the
conference was Rev. David Matsumoto (Berkeley Buddhist Temple), it sealed the deal for me. My first
TechnoBuddha weekend in April 2010 was so amazing; meeting like-aged and like-minded Jodo Shinshu
Buddhists was so impressive that by the end of that conference weekend, | knew I'd be back for the next one.

11 months later, on March 4, 2011, | boarded a plane and made my way back to the JSC. This was my
third visit there in as many years, and every time | visit, | feel so welcomed and cared for by Rev. Umezu, Judy
Kono and the other staff members who have offices there, that | have come to call the JSC my “temple away from
temple”. On that day, the welcomes were as warm as ever.

Ironically, even though | was the one travelling farthest, | was the first one of the TechnoBuddhists to arrive

that day. But throughout the afternoon, “Generation X” and “Generation Y” JS Buddhists started trickling in from all
over California. This year, from temples from every district in California, close to 60 TechnoBuddhists filled the JSC
to reconnect to each other, the Jodo Shinshu tradition, and to explore this year’s theme: The Journey.

Speaking on this topic was our Keynote speaker, Rinban Bob Oshita of the Sacramento Betsuin. A very
dynamic and engaging speaker, he grabbed our attention immediately by quoting a passage from the movie,
“Napoleon Dynamite” as his opening meditation. As we put our hands together in Gassho, we heard him start:
“Yes, I love technology/ But not as much as you, you see/ But | still love technology/ Always and forever...” For the
next hour or so, he shared his thoughts on modern technology, how it has and will affect young people and
children. As well, he spoke on the points of following one’s curiosities, choosing One thing to do well, and the
benefits of giving one’s life partner very low expectations about yourself (it all makes so much sense...!) It was a
truly memorable and FUN talk, leaving me with much to think about, and a feeling of gratitude that | was able to
take-in his message.

For the rest of the Saturday afternoon, each participant chose 3 of 5 workshops available on very diverse
topics. People who signed up for Jonathan Hironaga’s (a TechnoBuddhist participant himself!) workshop “Journey
Across the Dance Floor” thought it was a Great one! Less active yet very informative and helpful were Derek Seo’s
workshop on “Introduction to Buying a House”, and Diana Thomson’s (Minister's Assistant at the Berkeley
Buddhist Temple) workshop on “Jodo Shinshu Etiquette”. Piquing the interest of many was Kirk Akahoshi’s
workshop, “Sex, Relationships and Buddhism”. For others who wanted to delve into something very deep, Rev.
David Matsumoto’s workshop on “Dealing with Death” was one that held a lot of meaning. All workshops would
provide participants with insight into their own Journeys.

And what’'s a meeting of Jodo Shinshu Buddhists without good eats? There was plenty to be had, from
Rev. Umezu’s famous Curry, to the Korean style “cook at your table” B-B-Q. These delicious meals would have
been so hard to put together without the help of the core group of Mom and Dad and Uncle volunteers who
seemed to have spent the entire day in the JSC kitchen prepping our food so that we could enjoy it. We are very
grateful to them.

A highlight of the TechnoBuddha conference happens after dinner, where we (as mindfully as possible) let
loose to enjoy Berkeley’s Nightlife. We get to know each other even better through drinks, dancing, jokes, and the
(now traditional) walk up the (slight) hill to Top Dog for a late night snack. The “festivities” continue well into the
next morning and there are always worries and laments that we won’t be able to wake up for the Sunday Service
at the Berkeley Buddhist Temple, but | have yet to notice these people miss it the next day! After service, we all
hesitantly scatter back to our corners of the West Coast, full of great memories, and gratitude that we were
together for the weekend. We also leave re-energized and inspired to want to do more, not only for our own
connections to Jodo Shinshu, but for our temples and our place in them.

Our temples seem to lack attendance from this group of people who are grown, but without families
(spouse and children) of their own. For many of us, we are sadly the only, or if we’re lucky, one of a handful of
people in our 20s or 30s who regularly attend temple. It is so exciting and heartening to be at this conference with
so many others, who want to be engaged in the Teachings, and want to be active at temple. We may talk-up all the
partying we do on Saturday night, but in the end, what we are doing is celebrating our connection to Jodo Shinshu
and to each other.

If you’re reading this and will be eligible next spring,
please join us! Please encourage and help the young people
in your families and temples to join us! There are new friends
to meet, and connections to be made. We want to keep
building and strengthening these connections to make the
Jodo Shinshu network strong for the future. It IS worth
travelling 800 miles for.
