 Recently, I had the opportunity to attend a special seminar in Eugene, Oregon.  It was a rare encounter 

with Rev. Dr Taitetsu Unno and his son, Rev. Dr. Mark Unno.  óRev. Tyô, as he is affectionately known is now 

retired. He has had a long and distinguished career in teaching at university and in writing texts and books on 

Mahayana and Jodo Shinshu Buddhism.  Because of his vast knowledge and personal experiences, he has been 

able to explain Jodo Shinshu in an understandable and meaningful way from a North American perspective .  

His son, Rev. Dr Mark Unno also an expert on Buddhism in his own right, is currently a professor  at the 

University of Oregon.  Twenty fortunate  ministers and a few wives  from Colorado, Los Angeles, San 

Francisco, Central California, Idaho, Oregon, Washington and B.C.  gathered  in Eugene for this  seminar.  

Over a period of three days, both father and son,  spoke on the subject of Buddhist doctrine and philosophy. 

The participants, each in their own way, were asked to share personal experiences along their ñNembutsu 

Journeyò. 

 My ójourneyô to Eugene, as I expressed at the gathering, had to do with my  love for running (jogging ). 

As is my usual routine, I woke up early in the morning, changed into my running gear and headed outdoors. 

Soon I came upon a jogging path alongside the Willamette River coursing through the city.  It was a  beautiful 

paved trail under lush evergreen trees that meandered  for miles along both sides of the river swollen with 

spring run-off 

 I generally run alone.   It is  my quiet time to reflect and still my mind of things I want to do, of things I 

should have done, of things I need to do and on and on.  As I see the natural beauty of my surroundings, as I 

feel the strain in my breath and the ache in my legs, I simply  say, in time with my steps,ñna  mu   a mi da  

butsu,, na mu  a mi da butsu , na mu  a mi da   butsuéééò,  in gratitude.

             Our time together started with a lecture given by Rev. James Martin who 

joined us from the Calgary Buddhist Temple. He spoke to the Youth about the Eightfold Path. This 

topic became the foundation on which the youth created an expression of their relationship with the 

Dharma.

It was fascinating to watch them naturally draw their chairs into 

a circle, and rhythms and phrases of words naturally started to flow from their instruments. A few 

hours later, they had written a song!! Things didnôt always flow so easily of course. One of the 

lessons learned was that the key to playing and creating music is to LISTEN to each other. 

Obviously, this is a lesson we can all carry with us in our daily lives!  

 Cooking meals with them was fun (We had Make-your-own Onigiri for lunch and Make-

your-own Pizza for dinner ** Thank you for your help, Lorna!**). Talking with them about the 

Dharma and the Temple was meaningful. The games we played well into the night, especially 

Charades (which is fast becoming a VBT Youth fixture), were uproarious! I was very proud to see 

them lead the Sunday Service of course but I was even more heartened to watch them perform their 
song as part of the service.
