For the night bridging September 25 and 26 (8:30pm – 9:00am), there will be a 
Nembutsu Walking Meditation Relay to mark the 750th Memorial of our founder, 
Shinran Shonin. For 750 minutes (12.5 hours), the Steveston Buddhist Temple will 
resonate with the sound of “Namo Amida Butsu” as we walk mindfully around the 
Hondo.   

The model of walking meditation with the recitation of the Nembutsu comes from 
Shinran’s own experience on Mt. Hiei. Shinran had undertaken a 1,000-day walking 
meditation with Nembutsu recitation as a meditative practice. 

The gathering will be an opportunity for Buddhists and our friends to remember, and 
to honour someone (or two or…) who inspires us. This is a way to show gratitude for 
the people, the causes and the conditions which together bring us to this point.  

Walk any time you like, for however long you like; be a part of 750 minutes of 
Nembutsu Walking Meditation.
